SUBJECT:  Evaluation and Accreditation Process for the Multifunctional Training (MFT) Units    

1.  References: 

a. TR 350-18, The Army School System (TASS), dtd 26 May 2000, paragraphs 1-9d/e, 2-4a(5), 2-18a, 3-44, 5-17 and Table 3-1 thru 3-4 pages 64-65.

b. Interim Change, TR 350-18, The Army School System (TASS), dtd 6 March 2003.

c. TR 350-70, Training Development Management, Process and Products, dtd 9 March 1999, chapter III-2-4b (3)(h). 

d. Memorandum of Instruction, HQ USASMA, ATSS-CE, 15 Feb 2002, subject: Memorandum of Instruction for the Evaluation and Accreditation Process for the Multifunctional Training Units.

2.  To establish the procedures for conduct of the accreditation evaluation, to clarify proponent responsibilities, and to re-align the current accreditation time frames by geographical locations. This process will facilitate a more balanced and cost-effective approach to conducting accreditation of the Multifunctional Training (MFT) units outside the Continental United States (OCONUS) and other institutions in the same area/hemisphere. Effective immediately, all units identified in Table 1 will adhere to the procedures and schedule as stated.           

3.  This memorandum explains the responsibilities of the United States Army Sergeants Major Academy (USASMA), the proponent for common leader training (CLT), Military Occupation Specialty (MOS)/Phase II Noncommissioned Officer Education (NCOES) training proponents,  Multi-Functional Training Units, and Title XI soldiers assigned to MFTBs.  

4.  USASMA is the Executive Agent for TRADOC in the accreditation of the OCONUS Multi-Functional Training Brigades.  As the Executive Agent, USASMA will have the responsibility to conduct the training support portion of the accreditation and consolidate all final reports from the technical proponents. Proponent Schools will publish and provide USASMA a copy of the executive summary, accreditation certification identifying each course evaluated.  After all reports are consolidated from all proponents involved, USASMA will issue the Accreditation Certificate for the Institution/Brigade listing all courses authorized to instruct.
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5.  Specific responsibilities are as follow:

a. USASMA: 

(1)   Coordinates and publishes an Annual/Fiscal Year Master Evaluation Plan (MEP) MFT unit accreditation schedule NLT May of each FY for the following FY.

(2)   Coordinates with the evaluated unit, higher headquarters, and technical proponent involved.

(3)   Responsible for the overall conduct of the accreditation.

(4)   Makes all final decisions involving the final/overall accreditation based on the other proponent recommendations. 

(5)   Publishes the final accreditation memorandum and certificate.

(6)   Forwards all final reports to TRADOC, CAC, and other agencies involved.       

(7)   Maintains an accreditation file on each institution.    

(8)   Evaluates the Training Support portion for the entire institution, to include the following areas:
(a)  Corrected previous shortcomings (with feedback from the proponent evaluators/reports).

(b)   Staffing.

(c)  Staff and Faculty development.

(d)  Test administration and control (with feedback from the proponent evaluators/reports).

(e)  Provides and uses required equipment, TADSS, ammunition pyrotechnics, training material, consumable and references (with feedback from the proponent evaluators/reports).

(f)  Evaluates and tracks instructor/cadre performance.

(g)  Uses required ranges and training areas (with feedback from the proponent evaluators/reports).

(h)  Classrooms/shop areas/learning facilities are adequate to promote learning (with feedback from the proponent evaluators/reports).

(i)   ATRRS data entry.
(j)   Student Administration (with feedback from the proponent evaluators/reports).

(k)  Equal Employment Opportunity/Prevention of Sexual Harassment.
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(9)  Evaluates Conduct of Training of the Accreditation Standards List for Phase I NCOES.
b.   MOS/Technical School Proponents:

(1)   Upon receipt of the approved schedule from USASMA, begin budgeting/planning/scheduling proponent portion (Conduct of Training) of the accreditation.   The proponent visit must coincide with or be conducted within 90 days prior to or after USASMA’s scheduled accreditation visit.   

(2)   Provides the Master Evaluation Plan to USASMA three months prior to the start of the Fiscal Year (July).

 (3)   Evaluates Conduct of Training of the Accreditation Standards List for Phase II and MOS-Q. 

(4)   Provides evaluation/feedback on the following items:


(a)   Corrected previous shortcomings (technical track only).

(b)   Test administration and control (technical track only).


(c)   Provides and uses required equipment, TADSS, ammunition pyrotechnics, training material, consumable and references (technical track only).


(d.   Uses required ranges and training areas (technical track only)


(e)   Classrooms/shop areas/learning facilities are adequate to promote learning (technical track only).


(f)   Student Administration (technical track only)

(5) Within 14 working days after completion of the accreditation visit, provide an executive summary and accreditation standards list to USASMA QAO. The Final Report must be signed by the technical proponent commander/commandant.  
           c.   TASS Title XI soldiers assigned to MFTB:


    (1)  Serve on the battalion’s self-assessment team.

                (2)  Provide written report of the self-assessment to the aligned proponent QAO/QAE NLT 30 days before a scheduled assistance/accreditation visit.
