PURPOSE: To prepare Sergeants First Class (SFC) and selected promotable Staff Sergeants
(SSG) to perform the duties and execute the responsibilities of senior
noncommissioned officers; to teach the theory and principles of battle focused
common core training, and the war-fighting skills required to lead a platoon-sized
element in combat.

COURSE SCOPE: Trains SFCs and selected promotable SSGs in leadership skills, NCO duties,
responsibilities and authority, and on how to conduct performance-oriented
training. This course produces battle competent NCOs who are qualified platoon
sergeants; section leaders; evaluators; counselors; conductors or participants in
individual and collective training; and teachers of leader skills, knowledge, and
attitudes. This course is non-MOS specific, taught in a Noncommissioned Officer
Academy (NCOA) live-in environment or off-post, using small group instruction.
Cadre personnel assess the students’ leadership potential and evaluate their ability
to apply lessons learned to effectively lead their classmates in a tactical
environment. ANCOC provides an opportunity for education, to learn
warfighting skills, and to gain experience.

COURSE Active Army or Reserve Component enlisted soldiers who meet enlistment

PREREQUISITES:  requirements and height/weight standards outlined in AR 600-9. Selected by
PERSCOM (Active Army) or appropriate promotion authority for Reserve
Component. Qualified in their MOS. Meet requirements outlined in AR 350-1,
TRADOC Reg 350-10, and TRADOC Reg 350-18. Soldiers over 40 must
complete required medical screening and receive final status prior to attending
(physicals must be current within 5 years of attending school). Only SFCs and
promotable SSGs will attend.

Equipment
listed in the Equipment Summary is the optimum needed to train the listed
lessons. Commandants may substitute similar items of equipment, provided their
use does not degrade the quality of training.
